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Spider Crabs
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Jutaro Mikan, the specialty of Numazu's
Nishiura district, have just the right balance
of sweet and sour, with a rich flavor. Mikan
jams and wines are also for sale.
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Framed by Mount Fuji in the background,
Mount Ashitaka has tea plantations spreading
across its southern slopes that produce tea with
an exquisite balance of sweet and bitter flavor.
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These crabs are the largest in the world,
reaching a full length of over 3 meters, and they
inhabit the bottom of Suruga Bay. The meat in
their legs is a delicacy best served steamed.
